he time for our Annual Meeting
I is rapidly approaching and, like
last year’s meeting held in con-
junction with World’s Poultry Congress,
this meeting will also be a first. By now,
you should
have the pro-
gram informa-
tion for the
first Interna-
tional Animal
Agriculture
and Food Sci-
ence Confer-
ence, to take
place in India-
napolis. This
joint gather-
ing of the three FASS Founding Societies
and the American Meat Science Associa-
tion will serve as an historic opportunity
for us to meet with our colleagues from
other societies and commodity groups to
discuss issues of importance to all of
food animal agriculture. The scientific
program, forged by a Program Coordinat-
ing Committee comprised of representa-
tives of each of the four societies, is out-
standing, and the committee is to be com-
mended for its quality. Some 50 symposia
and invited lectures that crosscut impor-
tant animal agriculture themes are sched-
uled along with the 1800+ abstracts sub-
mitted for presentation. Included in the
symposia are three world-class sessions
organized by the FASS standing commit-

tees that address subjects important to
our industry and regularly highlighted in
the media: biotechnology, the environ-
ment, and animal well-being. Notwith-
standing the comprehensive nature of
this conference, the Coordinating Com-
mittee was diligent to ensure that the
unique characteristics of each society’s
meeting were preserved. Our thanks go to
Tony Pescatore, who served as Chair of
the Program Coordinating Committee and
to Sally Noll, Program Chair-Elect, for
their efforts on behalf of PSA in organiz-
ing this excellent conference.

As you review the program, you will
see the familiar components of PSA an-
nual meetings, although in some cases
the timing of the events may be
re-ordered to better fit in the overall con-
ference schedule. I want to draw your at-
tention to some of those. The National
Extension Education Workshop, chaired
by Richard Reynnells, begins at 8:00 on
Tuesday July 24 and will address a num-
ber of contemporary, and in some cases,
controversial, issues facing animal agri-
culture. Later Tuesday, the Informal Nutri-
tion Workshop, chaired by Mamduh
Sifri, will look at Connecting Animal Ag-
riculture Disciplines. Our Opening Ses-
sion on Tuesday evening promises to be
adynamic event as Lowell Catlett of New
Mexico State University provides the key-
note address. Having heard Dr. Catlett on
other occasions, I am certain he will in-
spire you with his futuristic look at agri-
culture as well as entertain you as he
shares his wit and wisdom about what our
personal lives might look like in the next
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decade or two. Our discipline-based oral
and poster sessions begin in earnest on
Wednesday and continue through Friday.

The PSA Business Meeting will be
held Thursday evening, beginning at 6:15.
While this represents a significant shift in
position within the framework of our
meeting, it was necessary to insure that
we would have adequate time for associa-
tion business, including the election of
officers. I encourage you to attend and to
bring your colleagues with you.

A full slate of social events is in place
and awaits your participation. A recep-
tion will follow the Opening Session on
Tuesday evening, the Fun Run is sched-
uled for Wednesday morning, the Barbe-
cue Picnic will be held Wednesday
evening, and the Ice Cream Social will pre-
cede our Business Meeting on Thursday.
Several additional social activities, not
routinely a part of our annual meeting, are
scheduled as well. These include a
Graduate Student Breakfast on Wednes-
day morning; a Softball Tournament and
an Undergraduate Student Mixer and
Dance, both Wednesday evening; an In-
ternational Reception on Thursday
evening; and a Retirees’ Social on Friday
afternoon. Of course, our meeting will
close with the PSA Awards Banquet on
Friday evening. I encourage you to at-
tend this evening of celebration as we
recognize the achievements of the 2001
PSA award winners and PSA Fellows.

Your Board of Directors will begin their
week in Indianapolis on Sunday morning
prior to the annual meeting. In addition to

the routine business of the association,
the Board will follow up on some planning
exercises conducted at the mid-year meet-
ing in January. As I wrote in the recent
FASS Newsletter, our Board “has begun
to look into the crystal ball, to look at
changes in our association, our member-
ship, our constituents, and to discuss
what those changes might mean for our
future.” In Indianapolis, the Board will
embark on a more formal planning activity
than the “brainstorming sessions” we
held in Atlanta in January. We have allo-
cated all of our first meeting day to early
stages of strategic planning and will fo-
cus on PSA’s mission, vision and goals.
The Board expects that planning sessions
will become a regular activity in our meet-
ings as we look to the future of a very dy-
namic organization.

It has been my pleasure to serve as
your President for the past year. I wish to
thank all those who serve this association
in so many capacities: the members of the
Board of Directors, the literally hundreds
who serve on our various committees,
editors and members of the editorial
boards, and those in our Savoy office.
Thanks to each of you for sharing your
talents! I look forward to continuing on
the Board for one final year as Past Presi-
dent. Near the end of that term, I will then
have the pleasure of welcoming you to
the beautiful University of Delaware cam-
pus as we host the 2002 PSA Annual
Meeting in Newark. I look forward to see-
ing you first in Indianapolis and a year
later in Delaware.

Distinguished Alumnus Award

Blake D. Lovette, Atlanta, GA, is this
year’s recipient of the NC State Poultry
Science Department’s Distinguished
Alumnus Award. This award is given
each year to an alumnus of the Depart-
ment who is either nearing the end of his
active career, or who has retired, and who
has made outstanding contributions to
the North Carolina, national or worldwide
poultry industry.

Blake graduated from the Poultry De-
partment at NCSU in 1965 and started
working for Holly Farms Poultry Indus-
tries, a company his family and others in
Wilkes County were instrumental in start-
ing.

Blake started his career developing the
quality control program for Holly’s pre-
packaged case ready chicken. In 1972, he
became Vice President and Division Man-
ager for Holly Farms. In 1976, he became
Executive Vice President of Holly Farms
for poultry processing operations. He
then became Executive Vice President and
General Manager, Valmac Industries, re-
sponsible for poultry operations. In 1979,



he became President and COO, Valmac
Industries — a cotton merchandising and
poultry company with primary responsi-
bility for Tastybird Foods. During this
time he developed IQF wing products for
foodservice, which has grown into the
“hot wings” market in the US.

In 1985, he became President of
Shenandoah Products — Perdue Farms
production and marketing business for
turkey and value-added products. Then
in 1988, he became President and COO of
Holly Farms Poultry Industries — the
nation’s largest marketer of branded
chicken. In 1990, he became President,
owner and operator of Lovette Company
— amid-Atlantic meat and poultry distri-
bution business.

Since 1998, he has been President and
COO of ConAgra Poultry Company, cur-
rently the nation’s third largest producer
and marketer of poultry products. Our
congratulations on becoming the 2001
Distinguished Alumnus and our heartfelt
thanks for your many contributions to
our industry. Blake and Julie reside in
Atlanta, GA.

Distinguished Young Alumnus
Award

Tim Davis, Pilot Mountain, NC, is one
of two recipients of the NC State Poultry
Science Department’s Distinguished
Young Alumnus Award.

He is
currently U.S. Poultry Business Manager
and is responsible for sales and distribu-
tion of poultry biologicals.

Tim and his wife Kelly have three chil-
dren, Maggie, Jack, and Mollie. Tim is
also active in his community and has
served on the Board of Advisors of the
NCSU Agand Life Sciences Alumni Soci-
ety.

David R. McSwain of Mt. Olive, NC,
also from the class of 1981 was recog-
nized by the NC State Poultry Science
Department’s Distinguished Young
Alumnus Award. David started his career
with Goldsboro Milling Company as a
Turkey Breeder Serviceman moved to
Breeder Supervisor in 1984 and in 1988
became Area Breeder Supervisor. As
Area Breeder Supervisor he was respon-
sible for laying operations, poult place-
ment, growout, darkout, lighting, insemi-
nation, egg collection, and recycling of
hens.

In 1990, he became co-owner of
“McSwain Turkey Farm,” producing large
toms. In 2001, he became sole owner of
McSwain Turkey Farm, which specializes
in brooding. Since 1992, Davis has been a
member of the Board of Advisors, CALS
Alumni Association, and currently serves
as Secretary of the Board.

Leach Named First Ott Professorin
AvianBiology

Roland M. Leach, Jr., Distinguished
Professor of Poultry Science, was named
the first Walther H. Ott Professor in
Avian Biology. Made possible by a gift
from Walther H. Ott and the late Maxine
P. Ott of Bridgewater, NJ, the professor-
ship in avian biology was established to
support the teaching, research, and out-
reach activities of an internationally rec-
ognized faculty member in the Poultry Sci-
ence Department. A worldwide leader in
the field of skeletal biology, eggshell for-
mation, and mineral nutrition, Leach has
taught Principles of Animal Nutrition to
over 3,000 undergraduate students and
has mentored six Ph.D. and 26 M.S. de-
gree candidates.

Walther H. Ott received his Ph.D. in
Agricultural and Biological Chemistry
from Penn State in 1942. He is a former
head poultry scientist with the research
laboratories of Merck and Co., Inc., and
served as PSA President (the first from in-
dustry!) from 1971-1972.

Vasilatos-Younken Appointed as
Senior Associate Dean ofthe
Graduate School

Regina Vasilatos-Y ounken, Profes-
sor of Poultry Science, Endocrine Physiol-
ogy and Nutrition was appointed Senior
Associate Dean of the Graduate School
on August 1, 2000. A Poultry Science
faculty member since 1983, Vasilatos-
Younken was promoted to Associate Pro-
fessor in 1989 and Professor in 1999. She
maintains a 25% research appointment in
the Department of Poultry Science. Prior
to assuming her position in the Graduate
School, she served as Co-Chair of the
Intercollege Graduate Degree Program in
Physiology.

Stadelman Honored as 2000
Outstanding Alumnus

William J. Stadelman, Professor
Emeritus of Food Science at Purdue Uni-
versity, was honored on September 25,
2000 as one of six recipients of the 2000



Outstanding Alumnus Award of the Penn
State College of Agricultural Sciences.
The award recognizes outstanding gradu-
ates and provides opportunities for inter-
action among the College’s alumni, stu-
dents, and faculty. Known to many as
the “Father of Poultry Products Technol-
ogy” because many of his students have
emerged as leaders in industry, govern-
ment, and academic poultry programs,
Stadelman’s contributions during a 50-
year academic career are cited by many as
playing a major role in the science-based
evolution of the U.S. poultry industry. A
native of Orchards, WA, he received a
B.S. degree from Washington State Uni-
versity in 1940 before earning M.S. (Poul-
try Science) and Ph.D. (Agricultural and
Biological Chemistry) degrees from Penn
State in 1942 and 1948, respectively.

AdamsNamed 2001 Outstanding
Alumnus

James L. Adams, Executive Vice
President and Chief Operating Officer of
Wenger’s Feed Mill, Inc., will be honored
as a 2001 Outstanding Alumnus of the
College of Agricultural Sciences. Jim has
provided dynamic leadership to one of
the largest and most diverse poultry in-
dustries in the nation and is a driving
force behind many of Pennsylvania’s pro-
active programs, such as PEQAP (Penn-
sylvania Egg Quality Assurance Pro-
gram), that have garnered national atten-
tion and served as the prototype for the
rest of the country. He has few equals in
terms of the vigor with which he supports
the programs of the Department of Poul-
try Science and the College of Agricul-
tural Sciences. Jim will be honored along
with four other Outstanding Alumni dur-
ing the Dean’s reception, which will take
place on September 7,2001.

Department Receives U.S. Poultry
and Egg Association (USPEA)
Recruiting Funds

The Penn State Department of Poul-
try Science recently received a check for
$9,816 from the Southeastern Poultry &
Egg Harold E. Ford Foundation. The Ford
Foundation was established for the ex-
press purpose of providing funds to poul-
try science departments exclusively for re-

cruiting and retaining students. One large
area of concern of USPEA has been the
ability of universities to adequately re-
cruit undergraduate and graduate stu-
dents into poultry science programs. By
providing precious funds for this pur-
pose, USPEA is helping to sustain the
seven existing poultry science depart-
ments in the U.S. while ensuring the re-
cruitment of tomorrow’s poultry industry
leaders.

Boosting Avian Health Expertise at
University Park

During the past year, a joint Veteri-
nary Science-Poultry Science plan to ex-
pand the critical mass of poultry health
professionals at Penn State has been
brought to fruition. Including the Poultry
Science Department’s Avian Extension
Veterinarian tenure-track faculty position
(currently open) and David Kradel (volun-
teer in Poultry Science/Veterinary Sci-
ence), there will soon be seven avian vet-
erinarians located at University Park.

Committee

Murray Bakst, Chair

Proposed Amendments to the
PSA Constitution
June 2001

The Constitution is found in Poultry
Science79(12): 1890-1894.

Current Article 8. Election of Officers.
Section 1. “The officers shall be elected
by ballot at the annual meeting”.

Amendment# 1: Article 8. Section 1.
“The officers shall be elected by mail
ballotand/or electronic ballot and the re-
sultsannounced at the annual business
meeting.”

Rationale for Amendment # 1: The full
membership of PSA will have an opportu-
nity to vote for officers; the Business
Meeting can be conducted in a more
time-efficient manner; the new officers
will have an opportunity to have some
orientation by observing the Board Meet-
ing at the Annual Meeting.

If the amendment is approved, details
of the mail ballot would be decided by the
Board and Nominating Committee and in-
corporated into the Policy and Proce-
dures Manual. The voting process could
conceivably be as follows:

Business Office announces a Call for
Nominations in the Newsletter and by e-
mail about eight months before the an-
nual meeting. The nominations from the
membership are forwarded to the Nomi-
nating Committee, and two nominees and
one alternate are selected. The Nomina-
tion Committee contacts each nominee to
inquire if he/she will accept the nomina-
tion and, if elected, will serve in that of-
fice. The slate is then forwarded to the
Business Office five months before the
Annual Meeting. The slate consisting of
the two nominees plus a blank space for a
write-in nomination for each position will
be mailed with an enclosed business re-

ply envelope to the membership four
months before the Annual Meeting. The
membership has two months to return the
ballots to the Business Office and the
ballots are tabulated. The Nominating
Committee Chair notifies the winners.

Current Article 8. Election of Officers.
Section 2. “Nomination shall be made by
the Nominating Committee. A slate of
one or more nominees shall be proposed
for each office by the Nominating Com-
mittee. Additional nominations may be
made from the floor. When only one can-
didate is nominated, he or she may be
elected by motion or acclimation. In the
event that two or more candidates are
nominated, the candidate receiving the
plurality and having at least 30% of the
ballots cast shall be declared elected. In
the event that no nominee is elected, only
the names of the three nominees who ob-
tained the most votes on the first ballot
shall be considered on the second bal-
lot.” (see page 1891).

Amendment#2: Article 8. Section 2.
“Nominations shallbe made by the
Nominating Committee. A slate ofone to
three nominees shall be proposed for
each office by the Nominating Commit-
tee. The candidate receiving the plural-
ity and having at least 30% of the ballots
castshall be declared elected. In the
eventthatno nomineeis elected, only the
names of the three nominees who ob-
tained the most votes on the first ballot
shallbe considered on a second ballot.”

Rationale for Amendment #2: The
amendments reflect the necessary
changes in the nominating procedure
brought about by the mail/electronic bal-
lot.

Current Article 10. Committees. Sec-
tion 2. “There shall be a Nominating Com-
mittee comprising the four immediate Past
Presidents present at the meeting with
three elected members, none of whom
shall be Past Presidents, whose duties
shall be to nominate.”

Amendment#3: Article 10. Section
2.“Thereshallbe a Nominating Com-
mittee comprising the three immediate
Past Presidents with three elected mem-
bers, none of whom shall be Past Presi-

dents,and the2nd VICE PRESIDENT,
whose duties shall be to nominate candi-
dates for the elective committee positions
and elective offices of the Association.
The period of service for elected mem-
bers shall be three years with one being
elected each year. Members are not eli-
gible for reelection. The immediate Past
President will serve as Chair. “

Rationale for Amendment#3: Having
the 2nd Vice President as one of seven
Committee members will help assure some
degree of continuity of purpose relative
to the goals of the PSA officers at the
time of the election. Members of the
Committee elected from the general mem-
bership provide a balance between former
officers and the 2nd VP and the member-
ship at large.
